Administrator’s Corner

At the offertory in Mass, the priest says:
“Pray brothers and sisters that my sacrifice and yours
may be acceptable to God the almighty Father.” It
happens at the core of our Mass and is a central
theme in the life of every Christian. Because we
know that we have life through the sacrifice he made
on the cross, we gladly add the sacrifices we make in
our lives in order to build up God’s kingdom.

Our parish life is one big collection of
“givings,”: giving of self, giving of our time and giv-
ing of our goods. This weekend is a very busy one for
Saint Mark. There are many things going on. On Sat-
urday, the “With your Spirit” workshop and Virtus
training; on Sunday, “Catechetical Sunday,” we have
the commissioning of our catechists and the annual
Community Picnic. On top of that we have the Vin-
cent the Paul society collecting goods for the poor.
Next Sunday there will be a blood drive by the Red
Cross. Talking about giving life...

Some offers made for the benefit of our par-
ish in the last couple of weeks, have been a bit hidden
from the public eye. That is why I’d like to mention
them here in my column. The booklets written by
Bishop Barron with the title “Letter to a suffering
Church” have been very well received. In my opinion
it is the best that has been written on the subject of
sexual abuse in the Church. Not for nothing, over one
million copies have been printed already. Thanks to
the generous donation of a parishioner, we can make
another 300 copies available, in Spanish and in Eng-
lish. You will find them in the vestibule.

We have also been graced by a donation for
the new flooring in the conference room in the recto-
ry. I can’t wait to receive parish groups to have their
meetings there. A men’s ministry from my former
parish called “Escuela de la Cruz” has donated their
time to renovate the former bookkeeper’s and house-
keeper’s rooms. They are now stripped, patched up
and freshly painted, waiting for new flooring and fur-
niture. Donations would be very much appreciat-
ed. In the former housekeepers room we could host a
priest student, who can help me out with Mass. In the
former bookkeeper’s office, we want to create a chap-
el, a place where we can offer spiritual sacrifice “for
our good and the good of all his holy Church.” May
the Risen Lord be at the center of all our doing, plan-
ning and dreaming.

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SPIRITUAL LIFE VIDA SPIRITUAL
LOST AND FOUND PERDIDO Y ENCONTRADO

Welcome to “Lost and Found Sunday”! Just in case being in
church makes us proudly consider ourselves especially reli-
gious, today’s Gospel suggests that we’d be wiser to admit
that we’re sometimes lost. Then we’ll eventually be happily
counted among Jesus’ “found,” because today Jesus focuses
on a lost sheep, lost coin, lost son. Jesus does so because the
Pharisees and scribes, proudly considering themselves espe-
cially religious, “began to complain” that Jesus “welcomes
sinners and eats with them.” So Jesus warns them—and us—
to stop judging others. Marvel instead that God’s amazing
grace has found us! Indeed, we should become Jesus’ friends
lovingly trying to find others. So Exodus asks, if God
“relented in punishment” and pardoned us, shouldn’t we for-
give fellow sinners graciously? Even Paul admits his
“arrogance” as “foremost among sinners.” We too, happy at
being “mercifully treated,” should share with everyone else
Jesus’ unfailing patience.

SAFE GUARD THE CHILDREN

What constitutes a concern worth reporting?

Parents have a responsibility to report concerns they have
about another person’s behaviors or actions that could put
their children — or any children — at risk. These concerns are
anything that makes the parent uneasy or uncomfortable, or
anything that a child reports made them feel uneasy or uncom-
fortable. Some examples of seemingly little things that can be
worth reporting include: A teacher covering her glass class-
room door with artwork, eliminating the ability to see into the
classroom from the hall; a youth ministry icebreaker activity,
where teens have to pass a mint candy from person to person
using only toothpicks in their mouth, despite the discomfort of
some participants.

In-
cluso Pablo admite su “arrogancia” como “el mas importante
entre los pecadores”. Nosotros también, felices de ser
“misericordiosamente tratados”, debemos compartir con todos
los demas la inagotable paciencia de Jess.

,Qué constituye una preocupacion que vale la pena reportar?
Los padres de familia tienen la responsabilidad de reportar las inquie-
tudes que tengan sobre los comportamientos o las acciones de otra
persona que pudieran poner en riesgo a sus hijos, o a cualquier nifo.
Estas inquietudes son cualquier cosa que haga que el padre o la ma-
dre se sienta incomodo/a, o cualquier cosa que el/la nifio/a reporte
que le haga sentir incomodo/a. Algunos ejemplos de cosas aparente-
mente pequeiias que pueden valer la pena informar incluyen: Una
maestra que cubre la puerta de vidrio de su aula con obras de arte,
eliminar la posibilidad de ver hacia adentro del aula desde el pasillo.
Ademas, una actividad para romper el hielo en el ministerio juvenil,
donde los adolescentes deben pasar un caramelo de menta de persona
a persona usando solo palillos de dientes en la boca, a pesar de la
incomodidad de algunos participantes.
